In many countries social housing only for the poorest
Often concentrated in impoverished neighbourhoods

Different in The Netherlands: larger sector, more income mix






Almost all social rental dwellings in the Netherlands are owned by
private non profit Housing Associations (HA'S)

HA'’s are financially independent entrepeneurs with a social objective.

They own 2.4 million rental dwellings (75% of rental stock and 34% of
total housing stock in The Netherlands)

Current value of HA housing stock is € 362 billion, average € 151,000
per dwelling (6,414,033 TWD)
